They firstly interacted with the students, talked about their day-to-day
activities, saw them using the braille script, knew their likes and dislikes, and a
lot more. there were of different age groups but the common factor among all
of them was the love and affection they were showing to the whole team.



In the wake of Diwali, the purpose of the visit was to lit the heart of the
blind children with hope, courage and love. The female volunteers made a
beautiful and colorful rangoli using bright colors and flowers and the male
volunteers went to bring diyas and battis.
